Foster a welcoming and inclusive environment, and continue building meaningful
connections within our YMCA community.
Sportsmanship and courtesy are expected at all times. Pickleball is a game that thrives
on camaraderie, and the subtle dance of good sportsmanship is what keeps the spirit
alive.
Courts are open 24/7 (SEE THE PROTOCOL FOR USE OF THE COURTS sign for times for
Drop-In Play and Open Play). Court closures for events will be posted on HWPA
discord, bulletin board and our Facebook page. Information about learn-to-play
sessions, winter leagues and other events will be posted on the bulletin board and
Facebook.
Adults must accompany children 12 and under (Wellness rules still apply).
Only pickleball play with pickleball equipment is permitted on these courts. No other
activities are to take place on the playing surface. 
Smoking, food, drink, glass containers, and alcoholic beverages of any kind are not
permitted within the confines of the court area of play. All consumables must be kept
in the central walkway or the plaza area.
Only players wearing appropriate non-marking athletic, court-type shoes are allowed
on the playing surface inside the fenced area.
Spectators must remain in the walkway or behind the fences. Only active players are
allowed on courts, except for approved clinics or events. No chairs, seating of any
kind, or backpacks are allowed inside the playing area of the courts. Exceptions to this
rule may be made for the Pickleball coorinator to monitor the courts. 
Please do not attach items to the fence. Place pickleball backpacks, bags, and gear in
the center aisle.
Do not abuse the courts, nets, fencing, or other equipment in the Y. Do not sit or
bounce on the nets.
Marking the courts in any way is prohibited.
